	riverfront in downtown St. Louis, Missouri.    





WHEN:       Live on the Levee concerts, July 6, 7, 13, 14, 20, 21, 27, 28, August 3 and 4, 


                     5 p.m. to 7 p.m. each evening. 





WHAT:       As part of the activities for Live on the Levee, prior to the start of each 


concert, the National Park Service will present “It Happened Here! The Gateway Arch Grounds Walking Tour of St. Louis’ Amazing Past.”  Five areas spread along the sidewalk between the Arch Parking Garage and the north leg of the Arch will profile the historical importance of the Old Rock House; the home of explorer William Clark; Clark’s 1818 Indian Museum and Council Chamber; the Eads Bridge; and the Papin Building, site of the 1854 federal trial in the Dred Scott case.  Visitors who go to each of the sites will receive information about the historical importance of each plus will be able to participate in hands-on activities appropriate to each locale.  Maps, available at any of the sites, can be stamped to prove participation, and maps stamped at all five historical areas can be taken to the National Park Service information booth on the levee to receive a coupon for a special prize.  Come out to the park for Fair St. Louis and learn about the history of St. Louis!





WHY:          Jefferson National Expansion Memorial commemorates St. Louis’ role in 


the westward expansion of the United States during the 19th century.  Many of the sites located in the oldest part of the city, along the riverfront (today’s Gateway Arch grounds) had a significant impact on the story of westward expansion.
